The Ketchum Fire Department has issued Fire Department Commendations in
the past for extraordinary actions of our firefighter/EMT’s. The extra time and
effort spent training by all of the Ketchum Fire Depariment members in order to
be prepared for any necessary lifesaving action has once again shown incredible
value. Ketchum Fire Department members demonstrated their dedication to
training and emergency medical skill maintenance by directly saving a life.

Current Report

At 3:23 am on May 12, 2012, the Ketchum Fire Department, the Sun Valley
Fire Department and the Sun Valley Police Department were dispatched for a
report of an unresponsive and not breathing man at the Indian Springs
Condominiums in Sun Valley. CPR was initiated by the reporting party
through Emergency Medical Dispatch instructions from the Blaine County
Communications Center. Ketchum Firefighter Dustin Coleman and Sun
Valley Firefighter Corey Allen arrived on scene first and took over CPR
efforts. Sun Valley Police Officer 4400 Aaron McCarver arrived on scene with
an AED (Automated External Defibrillator). The AED was placed on the
patient and a shock was delivered by Coleman. After continuing another
round of CPR a second shock was delivered by Allen. The Ketchum Fire
Department’'s Ambulance 22 with Captain/Advanced EMT Tom Ancona and
Lieutenant/Paramedic Ed Binnie arrived on scene along with Sun Valley
Acting Assistant Chief/EMT Mal Prior and KFD Fire Chief/Paramedic Mike
Elle. Working as a team the crew continued with CPR, connected a cardiac
monitor, inserted an advanced airway, started an IV, and delivered another
shock to the patient. Cardiac medications were administered via IV at which
time the patient regained a pulse and blood pressure. KFD Ambulance 23
with Senior Engineer/Advanced EMT Eric Daigh and Probationary Firefighter
Ben Varner arrived on scene and assisted with extricating the unconscious
patient down a narrow flight of stairs to the awaiting ambulance for transport




to the St. Luke’s Wood River Emergency Room. The patient is continuing to
recover from cardiac arrest and is slowly returning to a normal life thanks to
the dedication and training of our local emergency responders

At 3:23 am, the Ketchum Fire Depariment, the Sun Valley Fire Department and the Sun Valley Police
Department were dispatched for a report of an unresponsive and not breathing 48 year old male at the
Indian Springs Condominiums in Sun Valley. CPR was initiated by the reporting party through EMD
instructions from dispatch. First arriving Ketchum Firefighter Dustin Coleman and Sun Valley
Firefighter Corey Allen took over CPR efforts. Sun Valley Police Officer 4400 Aaron McCarver arrived
on scene with an AED (Automated External Defibrillator). The AED was placed on the patient and a
shock was delivered by Coleman. After continuing another two minutes of CPR a second shock was
delivered by Allen. KFD Ambulance 22 with CaptainfAdvanced EMT Tom Ancona and
Lieutenant/Paramedic Ed Binnie arrived on scene along with Sun Valley Acting Assistant Chief/EMT
Mal Prior and KFD Fire Chief/Paramedic Mike Elle. Working as a team the crew continued with CPR,
connected a cardiac monitor, inserted an advanced airway, started an IV, and delivered a third shock
to the patient. Cardiac medications were administered via IV at which time the patient regained a
spontaneous pulse as well as a blood pressure and CPR was discontinued. KFD Ambulance 23 with
Senior Engineer/Advanced EMT Eric Daigh and Probationary Firefighter Ben Varner arrived on scene
and assisted with extricating the unconscious patient down a narrow flight of stairs to the awaiting
ambulance.

En route to the hospital, the crew continued to assist with the patient's ventilations, provided
continuous EKG monitoring and updated the waiting St. Luke’s Emergency Room staff of the patient’s
condition via cell phone.

Upon arrival at the St. Luke's Wood River hospital, patient care was transferred {o Doctor Keith
Sivertson and the ER staff. The patient was stabilized then flown by air ambulance to St. Luke’s Magic
Valley in Twin Falls where he was listed in critical condition.

The combined efforts of these fine members resulted in the saving of a life and demonstrate the skills,
dedication and cooperation of the Ketchum Fire Depariment, the Sun Valley Fire Department and the
Sun Valley Police Department.

CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT. made and entered into this 18th day of June, 2012, by and between
the CITY OF KETCHUM, IDAHO and SUN VALLEY WATER AND SEWER DISTRICT
(hereinafter referred to as "the Owner") and NORTHWEST PLASTERING &
CONSTRUCTION INC. (hereinafier referred to as "the Contractor").

WHEREAS, pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the Owner desires
to engage the Contractor, and the Contractor desires to be engaged by the Owner, to render
certain professional services described hereinafter.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and agreements set forth
herein, it is agreed by and between the Owner and the Contractor as follows:

1. Services To Be Rendered.

The Contractor hereby agrees to render and perform the following services to Four
buildings (Brick Building, Office & Shop, Digester Blower building, Sludge Transfer Building)
at the Wastewater Treatment Plant:

1. Pressure wash and remove areas of old caulking and existing patches that cannot be
covered over adequately. Re-patch surfaces as required.
2. Re-surface entire buildings with a new base coat and finish coat.

2. Consideration To Be Paid.

The Owner hereby agrees to pay the Contractor the sum not to exceed Thirty Nine
Thousand Eight Hundred Thirty Dollars ($39,800.00) as consideration for the performance of the
services that the Contractor is required to perform under Section 1; Services To Be Rendered.
Contractor will send monthly statements for services and costs at the end of the month; if
Contractor performs minimal services in a particular month, the Contractor may send a statement
covering more than one month. Invoices will be paid following approval at the next City Council
meeting, provided the invoice has been submitted at least seven days prior to the meeting.

3. Modification Of Services To Be Rendered.

The parties hereby agree that the Owner may request that the Contractor change, add to,
or delete the services the Contractor is required to perform hereunder, provided that any such
change, addition to or deletion of said services shall be evidenced in writing, which writing shall
be first approved and signed by a duly authorized representative of the Owner and of the
Contractor and shall set forth any additional modifications in the terms of this Agreement
(including, but not limited to, the compensation to be paid to the Contractor hereunder) resulting
from any such change, addition or deletion as may be mutually agreed to by the Owner and the
Contractor.

4. Contractor’s Performance of Services.




The Contractor shall use its best efforts to perform the services required of it hereunder
and shall supervise and secure, at its sole expense, all employees, agents, contractors and other
personnel required to perform said services.

5. Duties of Owner.

All information, data and reports which the Contractor deems reasonably necessary for
the performance of the services it is required to provide hereunder shall be furnished to the
Contractor without charge by the Owner. The Owner shall also cooperate with the Contractor in
every way possible as requested by the Contractor to aid it in the performance of the services to
be rendered hereunder.

6. Term and Commencement.

The services that the Contractor is required to perform hereunder shall commence as soon
as practicable after the execution of this Agreement by both parties. The Contractor shall
perform said services in an expeditious manner and in such sequence as the Contractor and the
Owner may determine.

7. Termination of Agreement,

Either party to this Agreement may terminate this Agreement for cause by giving the
other party written notice of such termination, which written notice shall specify an effective date
of such termination which shall be at least thirty (30) days after the receipt of such notice by the
other party, unless a shorter period of time is mutually agreed to by the parties. In the event of
such termination, each party shall perform its obligations under this Agreement up to such
effective date, and as of said effective date the parties shall be discharged of any further
obligation under this Agreement and this Agreement shall become null and void.

In the event of any such termination, all finished or un-finished documents, data, studies,
surveys, drawings, maps, models, photographs, reports or other material prepared by the
Contractor for the Owner under this agreement shall become the joint property of the Owner and
the Contractor, and both parties, without the consent of the other, shall be entitled to receive and
retain copies of, and have access to, all such materials to the extent practicable.

8. Breach and Liquidated Damages.

In the event that either party materially breaches the provisions of this Agreement, the
parties hereby agree that the non-breaching party will only be entitled to the following liquidated
damages as a result of any such material breach:

a. If the Owner Materially Breaches. If the Owner materially breaches the
provisions of this Agreement, the Contractor shall only be entitled to any and all of the unpaid
balance of the consideration required to be paid by the Owner to the Contractor under the
provisions of Paragraph 2 and/or 7 of this Agreement and hereby waives and releases the Owner
from any and all other claims and remedies, including consequential and incidental damages, to
which the Contractor may be entitled at law or in equity as a result of such a material breach.
The Contractor shall notify the Owner in writing of any alleged breach and give the Owner ten

ta



(10) days from the date of notification in which to cure the breach before proceeding under this
paragraph.

b. If the Contractor Materially Breaches. If the Contractor materially breaches the
provisions of this Agreement, the Owner shall only be entitled to the recovery of any and all of
the consideration paid to the Contractor by the Owner under the provisions of Paragraph 2 of this
Agreement and hereby waives and releases the Contractor from any and all other claims or
remedies, including consequential and incidental damages, to which the Owner may be entitled
at law or in equity as the result of such material breach. The Owner shall notify the Contractor in
writing of any alleged breach and give the Contractor ten (10) days in which to cure the breach
before proceeding under this paragraph. The Contractor, and not the Owner, shall be responsible
for the acts of its own employees or agents in carrying out its functions under this agreement.
The Owner, and not the Contractor, shall be responsible for the acts of its own officers,
employees or agents in carrying out its functions under this agreement.

9, Contractor Is An Independent Contractor.,

The parties hereby agree that the Contractor is an independent contractor, and not an
employee of the Owner, and that nothing contained in this Agreement shall constitute or
designate the Contractor or any of its employees, agents or contractors as employees of the
Owner. Contractor is currently operating in the State of Idaho under Public Works License #
15970-C-4 (09200) and will maintain such license throughout the term of this contract.

10. Notices.

All notices required or permitted hereunder shall be in writing and shall be deemed to
have been duly delivered hereunder if mailed by first class mail, postage prepaid, to the
respective parties at the respective addresses:

introduction/History

Ketchum City Hall, which includes the police and fire departments, was originally
constructed as a Porsche dealership in 1972. The building has undergone multiple
renovations and repairs since the City of Ketchum moved into the building in the early
1980’s. As the building ages and as the City outgrows it, repairs and maintenance are
going to be an increasing burden upon the taxpayers.

Current Report

The ceiling in the fire department has had numerous leaks over the last few years during
the winter and spring from ice dams and snow accumulation. The building is designed
with a cold attic which really doesn't have any venis causing a constant freeze/thaw
problem which contributes to wear and tear on the original membrane roof. The roof
usually needs to be shoveled at least once a year to minimize the leakage. This past
spring, a portion of the ceiling in the ambulance bay caved in from a leak. The sheetrock
and water laden insulation fell on the hood of an ambulance in the middle of the night.
Fortunately nobody was injured by the ceiling collapse and the ambulance was not
damaged. The snow was shoveled off of the roof in the area of the leak and a 24 inch
long break in the membrane along with two other obvious breaks was temporarily
repaired. The ceiling in the ambulance bay has not been repaired yet.

After inquiring of several roof contractors about repairing the existing roof, it was quite
apparent that the entire lower section of the City Hall roof is beyond repair and needs to
be replaced before next winter.

Financial Requirement/Impact

| solicited 3 bids for the replacement of the lower membrane roof of City Hall. The 3 bids
from local roofing contractors came in at $36,905, $36,532 and $32,487. The low bid is
from Scott Miley Roofing who is a licensed public works contractor. None of the bids
include the cost of replacing the underlying plywood which won’t be known until the old
roofing material is removed.




Recommendation
| respectfully recommend that the City Council approve a cost not to exceed amount of

$35,987 which represents the bid amount of $32,487 plus $3,500 for plywood sheeting if
it needed.

Recommended Motion

THIS CONTRACT FOR SERVICES is made and entered mnto this day of
., 2012, by and between the CITY OF KETCHUM, an Idaho municipal
corporation {the “City”) and Mark Johnstone a Public Arts Advisor(the “Contractor™).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the City is a municipal corporation duly organized and existing
under the laws of the State of Idaho; and

WHEREAS, the Contractor is an individual with professional expertise in the
desired service area; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Idaho Code §50-301, the City is empowered to enter mto
contracts as may be deemed necessary to promote the wellare of the City and its
residents; and

WHEREAS, 1t is deemed in the best mterest of the City to acquire, by contract,
certain services to be performed by the Contractor.

NOW, THEREFORE, on the basis of the foregoing recitals, and upon motion
duly passed by the Ketchum City Council, the parties agree as follows:

L. Incorporation _of Recitals. The Recitals set forth herein above are hereby
incorporated into and made an integral part of this Agreement.

2. The Services. Contractor shall perform the limited scope of public art advisory
services based on the attached grant proposal (the “Services”) to the ldaho Council on the
Arts (ICA).

3. Consideration. City agrees to pay shall pay Contractor for services as rendered
not to exceed the sum of 52,000 (TWO THOUSAND DOLLARS) all inclusive.

Contractor, its agents
and employees shall not receive nor be entitled to any employment-related benefits from
Ketchum including without limitation, workers compensation insurance, unemployment
insurance, health insurance, retirement benefits or any benefit that Ketchum offers to its
employees. Contractor shall be solely responsible for the payment of all payroll and
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withholding taxes for amounts paid to Contractor under this Agreement and for
Contractor’s payments for work performed in performance of this Agreement by
Contractor, its agents and employees; and Contractor hereby releases, holds harmless and
agrees to indemnify Ketchum from and against any and all claims or penalties, including
without limitation the 100% penalty, which in any manner relate to or arise from any

failure to pay such payroll or withholding taxes.

6. Compliance With Laws/Public Records. Contractor, its agents and employees
shall comply with all federal, state and local laws, rules and ordinances.

amount, Qutside agencies had already presented their budget requests in public meetings. Tonight's prefiminary
budget overview is a public meeting. There will be at least one public meeting in August when the Council discusses
the budget with department heads; and a final public hearing in September.
+ Shafran asked that the final public hearing in September be moved earlier, in case public comment recommended
a change in the final budget.
City Administrator Gary Marks said public comment is aflowed at the September meeting, and Council can still
make changes to the budget at that time,
Mayor Hall said the City’s tight budget and big money savings were the result of transparency and collaboration
between city officials and depariments,
» Anne Corrock asked that some panels be added 1o the Council Chambers wall displaying goals the Council sets at
their upcoming retreat. Mayor Hall concwred.
+ Gary Hoffman asked that Council meeting agendas be emailed out, and that minutes and other Council
discussions and decisions be available online. He also requested Council initiate some community surveys.
City Administrator Gary Marks said agendas are emailed out; and that agendas, minutes and Councif packets are all
available online. Ketchum has done everything possible to communicate with its citizens, and will do even more to
eet information out to ali citizens, including part-time residents.
» Jima Rice expressed optimism in Ketchum’s future with two new Councilmembers who had run on the promise o
listen to Ketchum's residents and businesspeople, She expressed a desire for more information on the website. Rice
asked Council to work with its Ketchum Urban Renewal Agency and Community Development Corporation 1o
revise Ketchum's economic developmenti policy to focus on diversity and focal entreprencurs and not just hotel
development.
» Shafran said she was not getting emails with Ketchum meeting agendas; and URA minutes were not on the URA
website.
» Corrock suggested using addresses off business licenses as a good way 1o keep businesses informed.
9. Music and Art Showcase Sun Valley (MASSY) Event Update
Also Present: Whiskey Jacques talent buyer Thatcher Marsted

Cornerstone Bar & Grifl owner Erik Vorm

Brent Russell, MASSV coordinator, told Council that a large annual music festival could eventually bring several
million dollars to the local economy. This {irst event on July 13-14—a twoe-day music festival with a laser show, art,
a cireus act, food venders, etc.—is designed to be big enough 1o entice young people from outside the area 10 come
1o the Wood River Valley for the whole weekend. Ketchum is a sponsor, along with local downtown business
owners; and the event is a collaboration with the Sun Valiey Center, the Marketing Alliance, and other event
promoters. Both days, the concert will start early on the Simplot lot and end late on Main Street in Ketchum. A truck
with free water will be onsite. Camping is available on the Gardner property behind the hospital. Cyeling is
encouraged, and Mountain Rides will provide transportation to and from the campground.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Thatcher Marsted and Erik Vorm said restaurants and retailers would also benefit from people in town.

Ketchum Events and Park Reservations Coordinator Sharon Arms said staff had personally notifted individual
Simplot Lot neighbors of the event. Afier proper notice to Simplot acighbors and Main Street businesses and
residences, Council waived the City’s noise ordinance until 11:30 in West Ketchum and 2:00 a.m. on Main Street
for the event.

MASSYV is asking the City of Ketchum for $5,000. Ketchum was not aware of this request at the time the agenda
was done, and it is not on the agenda. Parks and Recreation Director Jen Smith said $5,000 for event support for a
summer concert is in the approved Parks FY2012 budget.

Council President Baird Gourlay expressed concern that taxpayers were supporting an event that would primarily
benefit downtown businesses. He asked City staff and the Events Committee to research if a single event asking for
a $5.000 contribution and other in-kind infrastructure expenses resulted in compensatory immediate and long-term
benefit to the community. The Mayor thanked the bars and restaurants for already doing a lot to bring people and
events 1o town,
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Council President Baird Gourlay moved to provide financial support in the amount 35,000 to MASSY, with
the stipulation that there is free water available at both events. Motion seconded by Counciler Nina Jonas,
and passed unanimously.

10. Request to waive the event application fee and provide liability insurance for the Summer Marley in the
Mountains 2012 event

Danny Walton said past Marley in the Mountains events had been weli-received. The Summer Marley in the

Mountain is on July 12 from 5:00 to 10:00. The event, located at Atkinsons’ Park, is family-oriented and

inexpensive. Sun Valley Company is using the event to sell packages. Walton will see if camping is available on the

Gardner property.

Councilor Jim Slanetz suggested a portion of the ticket or refreshments price go to Atkinsons’ Park or other local

cause.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
+  Linden Beck said the concert would coineide with her husband’s 80 birthday party, alse at Atkinsons” Park.

Council President Baird Gourlay moved to waive the event application fee, extend City liability insurance
coverage, and provide financial support in the amount of $5,000, for the Summer Marley in the Mountains
2012 community event, and stipulate that free water is provided. Motion seconded by Councilor Michael
David, and passed unanimously.

11. 2012 Forest Service and Bureau of Land Management Annual Operating Plan and Cooperative Fire
Agreemert

Assistant Fire Chief Robbie Englehart said Ketchum has had a cooperative agreement with both the BLM and Forest

Service for many years. This year, the single agreement is with both the BLM and Forest Service. The agreement

calls for afl agencies to respond 1o a fire that starts near or on public land. The first four hours is free for all agencies:

after four hours, il the {ire is still buming, a decision is made about who should stay.

Councilor Nina Jonas moved to approve the 2012 Forest Service and Bureau of Land Management Annual

Operating Plan and Cooperative Fire Agreement, seconded by Council President Baird Gourlay. Motion

passed unanimously.

12. Request to extend the City’s liability insurance coverage to special events occurring in FY2012-13
Ketchum Events and Park Reservations Coordinator Sharon Arms said this is to extend the City’s liability coverage
for community events in 2013—Nightmare on Main Street, holiday tree lighting ceremony and holiday events,
holiday coneert, Rail Jam, Solfest and Ketchum Wide Open, Ketel'em Alive, Town Square Tunes, Jazz in the Park,
Summer Coneert, and Movies in the Square.

Councilor Nina Jonas asked staff 10 get an in-kind value of this insurance, especially for Rail Jam, so everyone
knows the benefit the City is giving. Adding the insurance doesn’t change the City’s rates, although a claim could
increase future rates,

Council President Baird Gourlay moved to extend the City’s liability insurance coverage to special events
listed in the staff report dated May 15, 2012, seconded by Councilor Jim Slanetz. Motion carried
unanimously.

13. Communications from the Press
There were no comments from the Press at this time.

14. Communications from City Administrator

Preliminary FY2012-2013 Budget Overview and Proposed Objectives

Mayor Hall said Keichum had made some tough decisions the last few years, which resulted in considerable
{inancial savings for the community. The City’s overall budget is down 20%, with taxpayer savings approaching $8
million, and the City now had a reasonable Fund Balance. The Ketchum Urban Renewal Agency has been a revenue
generator for the City, at no cost to Ketchum taxpayers. The Ketchum Community Development Corporation is an
incubator for innovative ideas that improve the quality of fife for Ketchum citizens.

Ketchum volunteers have invested a great deal in the community, from Town Square and the Heritage Corridor to
1he new Walkability project that will provide major benefit to residents and tourists.

Mayor Hall thanked Ketchum’s dedicated employees, who make it work, and deserve to be compensated
accordingly.
Ketchum City Administrator Gary Marks presented an overview of the FY2012-13 budget:
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+ Service capacity: Ketchum lost about 10% of'its permanent population from 2000 10 2010, Ketchum staft level
(including Police department personnel who are now County employees) decreased about 9% in the same period
of time.

« General Fund performance and projected ideas going forward:

- The County Sherifl’s department provides staffing for Ketchum’s Police Department.

- The Street Department was moved out of the General Fund, to isolate state gas tax funds.

- The Street, Fire, Ambulance and Parks Department were removed from the General Fund over a period of two
years in order to match department revenues with expenses; and to allow departments to roll over unexpended
budget funds from year to year.

- In spite of minimal development in recent Recession years, the Planning and Zoning department saw significant
hotel project fees in 2009-10.

- The Economic Development Department remains in the General Fund since it typically doesn’t have revenue to
maich expenses.

. Miscellaneous revenues from the State of 1daho continue to be tenuous, but are still coming in.

- The Fund Balance had been decreasing since about 2003, and got uncomfortably low around 2009. Itis now
back to a very comfortable balance, but not so high that it unnccessarily stockpiles taxpayer dollars.

« The “Fund Balance” is money that's not appropriated to be spent. A “Contingency” is money appropriated o be
used if an unforeseen situation arises that was not budgeted.

- There is no state or federal law or regulation setting a Fund Balance. The Fund Balance is determined by the
uniqueness of a city’s General Fund.

+ Local Option Tax — The LOT was declining in years before the Recession, and significantly fell off for several
years. The LOT appears to now be rebounding slowly; but shows significant increase thanks to River Run’s
annexation into the City of Ketchum.

» Mayor’s proposed budget objectives:

+ Maintain spending at or near FY2012 levels.

« Maintain the General Fund Balance at or above 17% operating revenues.

- Transition 1o a Public Works Director with an engineering degree who would be over utilitics and streets.

- Appropriate $100,000 to begin Ketchum’s Walkabitity project. The CDC will present a budget for how the funds
will be spent.

- Budget a cost-of-living adjustment for staff.

+ Budget framework ~ to provide department heads guidance in formulating their FY2012 budget proposals.

Ketchum reconstructed its Capital Improvement Plan a couple years ago, in compliance with Idabo Statute, to

substantiate collecting legally viable impact fees to cover impacts that new growth brings to the community. Each

department designated “green” projects that had solid funding, “yellow” projects that had probable funding such as a

bond or likely grant, and “red” projects that were definitely needed but had no probable funding source. The total

CIP was $32 million. There are eight major “green” projects included in the FY2012-13 budget totaling $1,033,500.

15. ADJOURNMENT
Council President Baird Gourlay moved to adjourn at 8:43pm. Councilor Nina Jonas seconded the motion,

and it passed nnanimously.
