2013 Ketchum Rural Fire District Report
The Ketchum Rural Fire District experienced a busy year with multiple calls for service including fires, vehicle crashes, emergency medical calls.  The Rural District continues to support all valley wide training by making the stations available for classes including EMS training, Paramedic call review, officer training and regional wildland firefighter classes.  In addition, the Resident Firefighter Program continues to provide an excellent response record to all types of emergencies.   Normal maintenance of the usual wear and tear on the Rural District properties was the focus of the Ketchum Rural Fire District, basically “keeping our nice facilities nice”.
GREENHORN FIRE STATION
Greenhorn Fire Station, and its living units, continues to be a desirable place to live for prospective live-in firefighters.  We were able to complete much needed paint, carpet, and vinyl flooring for units as needed.   A couple of 20 year old appliances were replaced and straps were installed to prevent damage in the event of an earthquake.  The above ground vegetable garden near the flag pole went unused last summer, we have renewed interest from at least two of our new resident FF’s in continuing the tradition of vegetable gardening at Station 2 this summer.   So stand by for fresh veggies!
GRIFFIN BUTTE FIRE STATION
As stated previously, attention to the Griffin Butte station in 2013 were centered on maintaining the nice facility we have in nice working order.  They were no major capital improvements.    As our beautiful landscaping has matured over the years we have come to a point where we are actually going to have cut down some trees that are encroaching on the apparatus bays.   The knap weed battle will also continue this summer. 
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
